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The Right to Acquire 

If the transfer of homes to Bolton at Home goes ahead, then all tenants would have the right to apply for a grant to buy their home under the Right To Acquire scheme. Excluded from the Right to Acquire scheme however are:-

· Those homes which are built for a specific purpose. This will include sheltered schemes or bungalows

· Other homes built or adapted for people with specific needs.

The Grant for Right To Acquire

The price you pay for your home under the Right to Acquire system is based on the market value of the property minus a one-off grant. This grant will be between £9,000 and £16,000 and may not be available at some times during the year because of budget restrictions. This grant cannot be more than 50% of the total market value of the home.

Tenants who are newly-housed by Bolton at Home after transfer will have the Right to Acquire their home under this scheme. 

Current Council tenants with the Right To Buy who transfer from Bolton Council to Bolton at Home will keep the Preserved Right To Buy. In addition they will gain the Right To Acquire. 

However, both schemes cannot be used together and for most current tenants the Preserved Right To Buy will usually have more financial advantages than the Right to Acquire. 
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
