The Right to Manage 

The Right to Manage is the only legal right that tenants of Bolton Council will lose if the proposed housing transfer from the Council to Bolton at Home takes place.

The Right To Manage gives tenants the right to obtain a grant to enable them to work with the Council and an external support agency to establish a Tenant Management Organisation (usually called a TMO). 

If the TMO can demonstrate that it has the skills and the competence needed, it can negotiate with the Council to take over local housing functions such as the repairs service or cleaning and care-taking services. TMO’s usually develop on estates where there has been a history of successful tenant and resident involvement and there is dissatisfaction with the quality of services.

The TMO gets the money to run its local services by negotiating with the Council to receive an agreed amount of money from the housing budget.

Successful TMO’s are developed over several years and require hard work and commitment from tenants and residents on a voluntary basis. 

How Will the Loss of the Right To Manage 

Affect Tenants in Bolton?

There are currently no TMO’s in Bolton and none are planned for development. 

Although this legal right would be lost if transfer goes ahead, Bolton at Home as the housing provider for the future would give a voluntary commitment to work with any local tenants who wanted to consider the option of developing a Tenant Management Organisation.
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
